FOR NON U.S. CITIZEN ALIENS

All future residents are welcome to make applications for housing and all applications will be accepted for resident processing. All future residents must qualify. Our office will follow all the rules and regulations of Fair Housing, Fair Credit Reporting Act, Privacy Act, Housing Urban Development, The Quality Housing Act and Immigration Laws.

Policy and Qualifications for Non U.S. Citizen Aliens

All adult non-U.S. citizen aliens must hold, produce and submit the following documents during the resident application screening process when seeking housing with our community.
1. Valid Passport with Visa Stamp and a current up to date I-94 departure-arrival travel record.

2. Permanent Resident Green Card (I-551) must be provided to Management.
3. Applicant must hold a Social Security Card with SSN that will generate background information such as but not limited to, credit report, landlord/tenant court records, criminal background and registered sex offender records. Tax Payer Identification Cards (ITIN) or temporary status documents will NOT be accepted.

4. State issued photo identification and/or drivers license with photo. 
5. Application for housing is subject to satisfactory Credit Report that will generate a minimum risk score in accordance with management standards and procedures and will up hold rights of the applicant. If the application is rejected a written adverse action letter will be provided to you within 60 days indicating the reason for the rejection.
6. Birth Certificate from Country of origin converted to English may be requested by Management.
7. Past signed apartment lease, utility bills, personal cancelled checks, money order stubs or any documents indicating payment history may be requested.
8. Resident alien must have been a resident in the U.S. for more then a year and management  reserves the right to request tax records.

9. All requested documents must be provided for processing within 72 hours of the request.

10. All residents accepted for housing must complete a Section 214 and Resident Alien change of address form.

11. Any letters from a lawyer representing you during the Immigration process or letters from employers will be very helpful during the resident screening process.

An applicant may be denied housing or your application can be delayed if all documents are not submitted in a timely manner. It is a federal crime to be in the United States illegally and federal violation if you do not have proper immigration documentation.
